What is Proxy Voting?

This form is for “appointment of proxy”. This is an explanation of how proxy voting works.

A proxy means giving the vote that you have (as an ordinary, family/ carer or skilled member of MDAA) to somebody else. This person must also be a member who will cast a vote on your behalf if you cannot come on the day of the Annual General Meeting or Special General Meeting. 

Proxy voting means that you get a chance to have your vote counted, even though you are not there on the day.

So how do you do it?
Members of MDAA who are entitled to vote can only be a proxy for one other member. Please contact MDAA office if you need support to fill in the proxy form.

When to do this?
You need to get the filled-out proxy form 24 hours before the Annual General Meeting (AGM) or Special General Meeting (SGM) to the MDAA Head office. 
So, if you cannot come to the AGM, but want to vote you need to fill out the proxy form and you need to make sure you send it to the office by Tuesday 6 December 2022. 
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
